· Domestic violence task force- Karen Arias is involved in this group and can share updates with Healthy Haywood.  
· Treatment in jails- information shared by Chris Watras.  
· Ability to treat depends on the medication, dose, funding source, and potential length of stay.  If someone is going to Haywood or Buncombe County jail with an indefinite sentence, MARC will typically do a 5-10 day medication taper that the jail allows them to bring.  If they are only going to be in for a short term (14 days or less), MARC will continue to maintain them, unless they are self-pay and do not have a method to continue payment for treatment.  In that case, they would provide a taper.  At this time, MARC doesn’t have a way to identify folks who are opiate dependent and start them on treatment while they are in jail.  Chris hopes that by working with Dr. Teater’s team, Meridian, and Sheriff Christopher, that they will be able to identify these folks and plug them into treatment immediately upon release.
