· Encouraging Providers to Use Controlled Substances Reporting System
1. Legislation

-Hopeful legislation will be passed during this session (short session). Mr.Rocco: CSRS housed under mental health section and substance abuse. New legislation doesn’t address the sharing of information. The legislation would be for mandatory use of system so every prescriber would need to use this system.
2. Local Efforts 

-Positive report on news cast with Chief Hollingsed/Dr. Paschal on channel 13 about Haywood County and the problems we are working to address.
· Training for Health Care Providers on Proper Opioid Prescribing 

Megan: Update from Dr. Paschal (NC Medical Board is updating policy on prescribing opioids; if passed, prescribers are subject to auditing if they prescribe opioids for certain conditions).  Getting in touch with member at hospital to get training set up for physicians. Chief presented to hospice at the hospital last week, meeting went well. The chief has applied to hospital for grant for lockboxes, will be going to hospice, print materials were not approved in the grant. Health department has 24 boxes on order. Pitt County Sheriff’s Department 1st responders will be able to carry Narcan (1st law enforcement agency in North Carolina; we will forward news release).
· Alcohol and Tobacco Projects- Updates from MountainWise/Mountain Projects  
1. Mountain Elements workshop at Lake Junaluska on May 9th at 2:00 pm. Join MountainWise for a discussion on the health impact assessments regarding Haywood County’s Comprehensive plan, help develop specific action plans to address the health impact assessments in the comprehensive plan. 
2. Patti has ordered stickers for sticker shock. Mountain Projects is planning a town hall meeting regarding underage drinking (ALE and MADD will be contacted).
· Other Coalition Updates
· 5-2-1-Almost None Initiative- included 521-A-N bookmarks in bags at 5KARE race.  
· Breast Cancer Forums- summary of first forum; 2nd forum- May 8  
First forum had very low turnout, hopeful that Waynesville will have a better turn out. Waynesville Breast Cancer forum is on May 8th at 5:30pm. Representatives include Dr. Pascal, Dr. Mina, DSS employee, MedWest nurse navigator, and a BCCCP nurse from the health department. 
· North Carolina Coalition Initiative grant application (submitted) 
Grant has been submitted! Many letters of support were received. We should hear news from the NCCI by the end of May.
· Project Lazarus Funding (projects and budget adjustments) 
Currently adjusting budget.  Haven’t been able to hold law enforcement training; money for this will be moved. We are purchasing incentives for when we can train the officers (cases to store medication). Officers will use nasal spray (not injection). Will be ordering magnets and posters (will display disposal site information), Rx bag flyers and flyers to promote the tip line (Update: Rx bag flyers have been ordered).  
· Prescription for Safety Rescue Project (April 28 meeting update) 
EMS brought draft policy.    
· Injury-Free NC Academy- attended 4/7-4/8
Shared progress and challenges at workshop and gained insights from various other counties. Many people are impressed with the work being done in Haywood County.
