· Project Updates
· Fitness Finder 
1. Some updates have been turned in; Megan has been inserting these and making additional changes.  We will print as many as the Fitness Challenge budget allows (other purchases to make: FC promotional materials and mini-grants) 
· Encouraging Providers to Use Controlled Substances Reporting System
1. Legislation- this is a short session, so action is unlikely.  During the first attempt, the bill was introduced, passed the 1st reading and went to a subcommittee.  
2. Local Efforts- Dr. Paschal continues to encourage the use of this by MedWest Haywood prescribers.  Prescribers can designate someone in their office to look up a patient in the CSRS (ex. - nurse).   

· Training for Health Care Providers on Proper Opioid Prescribing 

1. Meeting scheduled for family medicine prescribers- Dr. Paschal, Dr. Martin and Dr. Holmes will speak.  They will address guidelines for prescribing opioids for chronic non-cancer pain, recognizing patients with opioid use disorder and how to refer those patients to an addiction specialist.  Chief Hollingsed will talk about safeguarding opioid prescriptions.  After this meeting, a group of Physicians for Responsible Opioid Prescribing (PROP) will form.  
· Alcohol and Tobacco Projects
1. Sticker Shock- 1st time in Haywood County…success! Stickers were placed on alcoholic beverages Ingles and Mountain Energy.  Students placed stickers on ABC store bags (did not enter store due to age).  Paul will help Patti work on better relationship with Budweiser for next project.  Next sticker shock project will be in April (Alcohol Awareness Month).  
2. Underage Drinking Forum- excellent discussion between youth and panelists.  Poor turnout from general public.  Concern that this wasn’t a wise use of speakers’ time.

1. Poor attendance.  Suggestion made to partner with a treatment provider (already has audience; vulnerable populations).  
· North Carolina Coalition Initiative grant application: $27,700
1. Will be able to hire part-time coordinator

2. Small group of coalition members, including grant coordinator, will attend workshops by NCCI/Community Anti-Drug Coalitions of America.  First training (web/phone) is soon and all coalition members can attend- Megan will send announcement.
